“Thousands of people made submissions to the select committee on the bill, yet only 350 were heard.  Several days of hearings were cancelled with no reason being provided to submitters.  Many people have been silenced this unfair process”.

“The bill as it stands is clearly a violation of domestic and international human rights standards and conventions”, said Jen Margaret.  “The submissions have highlighted the huge problems with the bill and the disastrous impact it could have on the future of this country.” 

arc encourages young people to voice their opposition by joining the hikoi. “As young people we are the ones who will have to deal with the negative impacts of this legislation.  We are giving our leaders the clear message that they must heed the widespread opposition to this bill.”
